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Reporting Chapter PDUs

Effective January 1, 2005, PMPs are no longer required to submit a program number for reporting PDUs for chapter events earning one or two PDUs.  This includes Chapter dinner meetings, pre-dinner workshops, and breakfast roundtables.  To report PDUs for chapter activities worth one or two PDUs (without a program number) follow these instructions:

1. Go to the PMI website:  http://www.pmi.org
2. Choose “Member Login” and log in.  This requires your PMI ID number and password.

3. Choose “Claim/View PDUs Online” from the menu on the left.  This will take you to another login page.  
Or go directly to http://tel.occe.ou.edu/pmi/PMI_Member/PDUlogin.php3
4. Choose “Logon for PDU reporting.”  This requires your PMI ID number, PMP certification number, password (first 4 letters of last name).  
Change the choice below the login to “PMI PDU Self-report form.”
Press “Login” to go to the PMP Activity Report.

5. Under “Which Activity do you wish to claim?” choose “Category 3: Registered Education Provider Program/PMI Component Event.”  
Press “Continue.”

6. Find the provider using Option 2 or Option 3:

a. Option 2 – type “Portland” and press “Find Provider.”  Follow the link to the PMI Portland Chapter to go to the Chapter Programs page.

b. Option 3 – type “C031” and press “Get Programs for the provider.”  This will take you directly to the Chapter Programs page.

7. Choose to report “PMI Component Presentation (one to two PDUs).”  This choice is on a bar near the top of the page.  

8. PDU Activity Report – fill this out, preview and finalize submission.  

Although you have submitted your PDU, there may be a delay of up to three weeks before your transcript is updated.

Chapter activities worth more than two PDUs will continue to require a program number.  These numbers can be found by following the information below.
